Two Big Questions and a F ew Applications About A I 
 
Question #1: What Is AI? 
 
What AI is: The application of mathematics and software code to teach computers how to 
understand, synthesize, and generate knowledge in ways similar to how people do it. AI is a 
computer program like any other — it runs, takes input, processes, and generates output.2 
 
Application: AI is a tool , and i t can help or harm depending upon who wields it.  
 
Application: AI is a tool, but it’s been shaped by human hands before it reaches you.  
 
Application: Christians must engage in the creation and development of AI to s tand 
against evil and be an example of what is good . 
 
Question #2: Does the Bible Address the Topic of AI? 
 
Mark 12:30 (NIV):  “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with 
all your mind and with all your strength. ” 
 
Application: Before using AI, ask yourself: Am I using this to th ink better  or to avoid 
thinking altogether?  
 
Ephesians 6:4 (NIV):  Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the 
training and instruction of the Lord.  
 
Application: Parents should learn about these tech nologies and engage with their kids 
as they use them.
